DIOCESAN DATA BASE/PROTECTING GOD’S CHILDREN  As part of our on-going 
effort to provide maximum safety and security for all of our students we are continuing our 
efforts to have all of our adults who work with our children in any way to have a complete file on 
our diocesan database.  Currently we have over  200 adults registered and are working diligently 
to have the records complete and up to date. We have 109 adults who have a complete file with 
all items noted below.  By October 1, 2009, all adults who are involved in any school related 
activity must have, or be in the process of completing the following:   

� Registration on the diocesan database.  Register at www.diopitt.org, Use password 
“protect.”  Those of you not yet registered are encouraged to do so.  

� State police clearance  Completing the application provides this. 
� Child Abuse clearance  When you complete the registration mentioned above, a form 

will be sent from school which you are asked to return and we will process that for the 
individual. 

� Protecting God’s Workshop  This two and a half hour workshop is scheduled frequently 

throughout the diocese.  Two  are scheduled here at St. Teresa of Avila on Monday, 

October 19, 2009, at 8:30 a.m. and 12:30 p.m.  Please register 

on line at the above site..  You may also find other workshop dates at the above site. 
� Code of Pastoral Conduct  Once the database registration is complete, a copy will be 

given to you to read and complete the form at the end of the booklet.

GRADEBOOK  Our computerized grade book is up and running for the 09-10 school year.  

All new families (K-8) will receive a letter with instructions for setting up Gradebook for the 
first time.  For returning students, all user ID’s remain the same.  If you have misplaced yours, 
please email: pscalise@saintteresas.org and your ID and password will be sent to you via return 
email.  Prekindergarten does not use the GradeBook system.

TUITION PAYMENTS  Thanks to all who are current in making tuition payments.  

Forty percent of the yearly tuition is now due.  This amount must be paid by September 30 in 
order to have access to students’ grades.   
 
STUDENT ARRIVAL  Any student who arrives before 8:00 a.m. is required to go to the 
Library for Extended Care services.  No one is available elsewhere in the building to supervise 
students prior to 8:00 a.m.  If you bring your children to school before 8:00 a.m. and do not wish 
to send them to extended Care, please have them remain in the vehicle with you until the 8:00 
a.m. bell rings. 
 
TEXTBOOKS AND MATERIALS  As you know we are still waiting for the budget for the 
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania to be approved.  I’ve heard and read that its passage is 
imminent.  Once it is passed we should be quickly receiving the materials which have been 
ordered.
