NEW STUDENT REGISTRATION   Registration   for ALL new  students 
(including siblings of current students) will be held on Monday, February 8, 2010, from 8:30 
a.m to 2:30 p.m.  (Families from St. Athanasius are welcome to register earlier than this date.)  
This is especially important for new students who will be entering our Prekindergarten program 
for three and four year olds and full day and half day kindergarten.  Items needed for registration 
are original birth certificate, baptismal certificate, current immunization records, and social 
security card. (Copies of  these will be made  and returned immediately.  A $150.00 registration 
fee (non-refundable) which is applicable to tuition  is also required.  The entire process takes 
about fifteen minutes.  Several drawings for Bonus Buck gift cards will be held for those who 
register on February 8!  For further information, please call the school office.

DIOCESAN DATA BASE/PROTECTING GOD’S CHILDREN   

 
As part of our on-going effort to provide maximum safety and security for all of our students we 
are continuing our efforts to have all of our adults who work with our children in any way to 
have a complete file on our diocesan database.  Currently we have over  271 adults registered 
and are working diligently to have the records complete and up to date. We have 173 adults who 
have a complete file with all items noted below.  All adults who are involved in any school 
related activity must have, or be in the process of completing the following:   

� Registration on the diocesan database.  Register at www.diopitt.org, Use password 
“protect.”  Those of you not yet registered are encouraged to do so.  

� State Police clearance  Completing the application provides this. 
� Child Abuse clearance  When you complete the registration mentioned above, a form 

will be sent from school which you are asked to return and we will process that for the 
individual.  Protecting God’s Workshop  This two and a half hour workshop is scheduled 
frequently throughout the diocese on line at the above site. 

 

Two workshops are scheduled for Monday, February 22, 2010, at 8:45 a.m. and 12:45 p.m. in 
the school library.  Please register on line at the above address. 
 

� Code of Pastoral Conduct  Once the database registration is complete, a copy will be 
given to you to read and complete the form at the end of the booklet. 

 
While this is a somewhat involved process, I cannot stress too strongly its importance in 
providing a safe environment for each of our students! 
 

TUITION PAYMENTS  Thanks to all who are current in making tuition payments.  
Ninety  percent of the yearly tuition will be due  February 1.  All families having at least 70% of 
the annual tuition paid have access to Gradebook.  Report cards will be distributed on January 
28, 2010, to all families having paid 70% of total tuition.
